
Grows in full sun to part shade and is tolerant to flooding, drought, pests, wind,
and air pollution. Will grow shorter in full sun and can occasionally suffer from
scorched leaves in hot western summer sun. Prefers moist well drained soil but is
tolerant of a wide range of soils.

FLOWER COLOUR
Single large pale green-yellow flowers which have an orange band resemble a tulip in
shape and are formed on the ends of the branchlets in late spring to summer.

DESCRIPTION
Large oval shaped exotic deciduous specimen tree. with a pretty lobed pale green
foliage that colours to yellow in autumn.
